
Nothing But Nets Living Talmud Discussion Questions
A Living Talmud is a tool that allows for discussion based on quotes and text. With a partner, read the Living Talmud, using the following questions for discussion.
1) How does the middle text from the Sanhedrin “Whoever saves a life saves the world entire” relate to the concept of Nothing but Nets?
2) In what ways does Maimonides theory of tzedakah pertain to the Nothing but Nets campaign? 
3) What do you think Rabbi Tarfon means by: “It is not up to you to finish the work, but you are not free to avoid it.” How does this apply to Nothing But Nets?
4) The conversation between Joshua and Elijah spoke about the meaning of tzedakah and helping others. What do you think this conversation teaches?
5) The Union for Reform Judaism’s Resolution to End Global Poverty has some profound words about our responsibilities towards ending poverty. What are some ways that you can work towards this goal?
6) What text speaks the most to you? Why?
7) What does the Reform Movement’s involvement in the Nothing but Nets campaign mean to you after reading the Living Talmud?

8) Why do you think the Reform Movement is involved in the Nothing But Nets campaign? 
9) After reading this Living Talmud, do you think that malaria and the work of Nothing But Nets is a Jewish issue? Why?
