Students will travel with their community for a fun and
meaningful weekend together. The program is
designed to both expose participants to a variety of
public policy issues and explore the Jewish values 
that inform the Reform Movement’s advocacy around
these topics. On Friday and Saturday, participants
have the opportunity to attend interactive programs
on Israel, climate change, racial justice, campaign
finance reform, economic justice, reproductive 
rights, LGBTQ+ rights, antisemitism, immigration, and
more. 

On Sunday, participants have the opportunity to 
focus on a single, specific issue about which they are
particularly passionate. The seminar culminates with
students presenting a speech to their Members of
Congress on the topic of their choice. 

L’Taken also takes advantage of the vast 
opportunities available in our nation’s capital by
visiting the National Holocaust Memorial Museum, the
Smithsonians, the National Mall, and celebrating
Havdallah at the Jefferson Memorial. And, all the
while, teens have the chance to meet and mingle 
with Reform Jews from across the United States.
